Mike came over one
night and we fashioned oone-sheet, 4-page leaflet about the latest threat,
w e n t t o C o p y M a x a n d p r i n t e d u p a f e w h u n d r e d c o p i e s . We w e n t a r o u n d
these nearby towns plastering them all around the bars, restaurants, shops, etc.
We found on old letter from George, saying he wauld do anything to fight this
thing. So, we called him. Us three organized aprotest to confront abunch of
scheming U.S, Congressmen. In three days, we had 75 very angry people giving
those creeps helll We barged into the hotel and chanted, "The people united,
will never be defeotedl The people united, will never be defeatedi" We got a
hold of RURAL'S old mailing list. Iwhipped up a32-page newsletter and we
mailed it to everyone on that list (about 300 people.l We got checks in the
mail. People were ready to be organized! So. we held an organizing meeting.
The lady from RURAL wanted to retire the name RURAL so we tried to come up
with dnew, more asskick name. Ifinally came up with STAND. We've been up
to our eyeballs In organizing work, ever since. It's going good. Iprocured some
grant money and we're going to hold agiant rally at ahuge fairgrounds June
7th. I'm doing almost all of the organizing for this -an insanely huge taskl I've
got some hot bands lined up (Wends) kiddie rides, Moonwalker, the local bars
will make food, we'll have abunch of literature tables for other grassroots
groups. Tm going to do adrawing contest and essay contest (what do the kids
think of this airport??? I'm sure it will be ouite revealing.) 1ordered 1,000 NO
AIRPORT bumper stickers, 25 STAND T-shirts, and two 2' x6' STAND banners. Igot
afamily (home schooled) to make stencils and paint up yara signs, which Tm
getting placed around these towns and near expressways. Tm talking to a
million people from poiticians and pj. people to winos on the street who leaflet
forabottle. We hope to have 1,000 people come to our rally, TmgonnaMC
rt. Ieven wrote asong “Don't Let 'Em Do Itl" (by the STAND BANDI) which may
prove Interesting. Tm going to get the Chicago radio dorks to play it. We aim
to give the state the finger over this one, have fun and argue them back into
the sewers they crawled out ofl Iwas thinking of having frog jumping contests
and greased pig rocesl Another idea ihad was to have the ten year olds make
paper airplanes and tape firecrackers to 'emi

4. You're starting an ARA chapter. How's that going? What will your focus be?
Answer. Yes, we have an organizing meeting on May 16th. Iwill draw from the
experience of our Chicago brothers and sisters at the Autonomous Zone, a
dynamite anarchist collective/bookstore/activist nerve center, who've had an
ARA chapter for awhile. Another chapter has recently begun near Loyola
University, Ihope to get people together to delve into the racism in this area.
Like everywhere else in this country, it is asickening problem that stems from the
state. Iwant to go beyond the sensational racist provocations (cross burnings,
beatings, killings, etc.) and study the institutional character that is the engine of
racism. Sure, we want to keep tabs on the fucking Nazis and Klan, too. They're
racism's pimples, not the monster body, itself. We'll try to react to these racist
provocations, let the victims know they have afriend who knows the truth and
will fight with them for sociol justice and common human decency, Ihaven't
had achance to focus on this like Iwould like to. yet. but 1have awealth of
in fo rmat ion and ar t i c les I ' ve co l lec ted and wr ihen .

1
was only twenty. Iguess Iwas an early zinester. This rejection hit me hard
turned Into myself. Ithought. "O.kL if that's the way people are, fuck emi Iwas
really hurt, but Iwas also very determined not to get sucked into thalife 1saw
everybody getting drawn into. It was (and always is) asocial black hole into
alienation and worthless, pointlessly lived lives that capitalism requires of its
drones (citizens.) Isay this only in the poOtIcal sense. People are still capable of
extraordinary human warmth, courage, brilliance, etc. but in the final analysis, if
you live your life in tolerance to this evil system, you have forfeited your chance
at atruly lived life. Imade it apoint to be an aware observer with the intention
of achieving asort of windowpane clarity that could not be dismissed. 1read
voraciously and sought out the most advanced thinking. Iconcommitently
developed myself to be agood person. Ifigured Ihad to five with myself, so I
wanted that person to be kind, thoughtful, pleasant, interesting, insightful and
fun. And so, Iwent to work. 1kept the faith that these efforts and "sacrifices"
would bear fruit, even though Ididn't have a“scene" to draw strength from -
just thewords and deeds of brilliant and very brave people throughout h'lstory.

Anyway, this Interview is getting long, already. I've done six issues. The first
four were 32 page affairs. Rve and six are 64-pages each. This let's me not
worry about the length of the essays and Iget to extend the letters section. I've
put more graphics and others' contributions, too, Ihave no idea what the
circulation is. 1get letters and e-mail from people Idon't know of. People are
posting stuff on the internet, etc. Like Isaid in issue #1. reprint any and all of it. I
don't core about the money and rarely actually receive any. Ispend alot of
money mailing zines to those Ifeel will get the most from it. This stuff is by
nature, free. 1want people to be motivated, thrilled and inspired by my efforts,
and tha t 's what mot iva ted me to make i t . Iwant to share the w isdom and

insight I've gathered over the years. Ifeel at this point It is my contribution to
those fighiing oppression throughout the globe. 1think of the lardy In San
Salvador working for sordal justice, defiant in the midst of odeath squad regime.
Her union hall was eventually bombed by the US.-trained puppets, but she
lived until she died, defiahtly, feariessty, heroicollY...

Yeah. Ithink It has been "successful." I've met many very good people
because of my zine. My thoughts are being collected and Ibelieve my writing
has gotten more cogent. The skills Tm ocquiring in producing this line hove
helped me in our grassroots anti-airport light. Iwrite a32-page newsletter, that
Is basically azine. Iwrite olot of leaflets, protest signs, letters to the editor, etc. I
communicate with alot of people, by phone, letters or e-mail. I'm making cut-
ond-paste maps, phone books, etc. I've gained aconfidence and people are
responding to my sense of mission. It's very gratifying receiving long, heartfelt
letters from those who've studied my zine carefully and gohen olot from it.

5. You call yourself an Abolitionist. What does thot mean to you? How can
end rac ism?

Answer Abolitionism to me means alife-long dedication to fight racism and
delve deeply into it's causes and effects. Idraw strength from the courageous
abolitionists of yesteryear who fought the mobs, the church and the state at
every turn -and managed to meet their objective -the abolition of slavery. It
took thirty years, countless lives ond life-long struggle, but they did itl I
particularty draw strength from John Brown, Wendell Phillips ahd most close to
my heart, Hijah P, Lovejoy. He was murdered by omob as he defended his
third prihting press. The mobs had destroyed the other two. This was in Southern
Illinois. They tried to run him out of town, but he stood his ground and died an
eternal hero. I'm also quite impressed with the modem day abolitionist
movement, spearheaded by Noel Ignatiev, abrilliant, former professor at
Hanrard. He wrote How the Irish Became White ond barnstorms around the
country. Iappreciate insightful dedication and fearless adherence to the ideals
of liberation. Their gool is to render "whiteness" untenable as apredictor of
behavior. If enough "whites" deny the crumbs of "privilege" tossed out by the
stale arid no longer act "white" the whole shoky house of racist cards is
undermined. They attack the state through the uniquely American Achilles heel
of race. To me, fighting racism, is everybody's civic duty. When you see people
being abused, you go to their aid. As it Is (and always has been) abulwark
institution of the state, this requires that the state be dismantled in order thot
racism be eliminated. The state, of course, rests on these institutions of
oppression. To me, abolitionism is opowerful arrow in the quiwer that
encompasses anarchism. It focuses on the fight against racism. Now, Idon't
agree with everything they say, but Iam impressed enough by them and the
historical legacy, to proudly proclaim myself an abolitionist -the racism
minimizers be damnedl

Racism is constantly reinforced in many subtle woys, from all media outlets.
It Is afilthy Influence that degrades our lives daily (as does sexism and
homophobia.) Ignoring it, only allows it to fester and belittle our lives. To
challenge it and think about it daily, makes one abetter human being and
lessens the amount of poisonous ideas one is infested with. It's like mental
bacterio. Left untreated, you have odiseased body. Living, working and
relating to block people daily, is most important to full human development.

Still worse, Chns
was paid visits from the Bureau of Alcohol
Tobacco and Firearms (ATF) in late October 1997
and was told they will be pressing charges for
gun-smuggling. Aconviction on these charges
would result in 30 to 40 more years of prison.

available books, pamphlets am, magazines
relevant to the struggles of the oppressed for
liberation: Dlack/New Afrikan, Chicano, Native
and class struggle histories, anarchist and other
revolutionary theory, anti-sexist, anti-racist
critiques, etc. In March of 1097, guards
confiscated and then “lost" all of the books
well as many of Chris' personal possessions
under the pretext of a"gang-activity"
investigation. Around this time, intimidation
attacks from aNazi prisoner gang escalated in a
murderous assault where Chris had his jaw and
cheekbone broken and barely escaped death.

In May, 1997 Chris was trar\sferred to the Hughes
Unit in Gatesville, Texas where Chris reported
that racial tension and general violence was
rampant. The Texas Department of Criminal
Justice chose this unit knowing that apaid hit
was out on Chris' lile by Nazi prison gangs.
Shortly after the transfer he was put in
Administrat ive Segregat ion on lock-down
(isolation) for arbitrary and unclear reasons.

On August 26,1997. Chris was again attacked
by prison staff. This time in retaliation for Chris
speaking out in support of another prisoner, Tony
Col l ins, who had just beenrconvicted of
possessing agun. The prison guards had been
threatening Mr Collins' life, not an idle threat in
the Texas prisons. After Chris had contacted
outside groups and threatened legal action to
expose this, guards siezed and destroyed all of
his property including impiortant legal material.
Along with various threats to his well-being, he
was told he was now being charged with
conspiracy to smuggle guns into the prison —a
blatant lie and frame-up.

The guards further actions can and should be
defined as torture. For days afterwards Chris
had to endure repeated strip searches and cell

Neither Chris nor the support groups
informed of this by prison staff. Still worse, Chns
was paid visits from the Bureau of Alcohol
Tobacco and Firearms (ATF) in late October 1997
and was told they will be pressing charges for
gun-smuggling. Aconviction on these charges
would result in 30 to 40 more years of prison.

critiques, etc. In March of 1097, guards
confiscated and then “lost" all of the books
well as many of Chris' personal possessions
under the pretext of a"gang-activity"
investigation. Around this time, intimidation
attacks from aNazi prisoner gang escalated in a
murderous assault where Chris had his jaw and
cheekbone broken and barely escaped death.

In May, 1997 Chris was trar\sferred to the Hughes
Unit in Gatesville, Texas where Chris reported
that racial tension and general violence was
rampant. The Texas Department of Criminal
Justice chose this unit knowing that apaid hit
was out on Chris' lile by Nazi prison gangs.
Shortly after the transfer he was put in
Administrat ive Segregat ion on lock-down
(isolation) for arbitrary and unclear reasons.

On August 26,1997. Chris was again attacked
by prison staff. This time in retaliation for Chris
speaking out in support of another prisoner, Tony
Col l ins, who had just beenrconvicted of
possessing agun. The prison guards had been
threatening Mr Collins' life, not an idle threat in
the Texas prisons. After Chris had contacted
outside groups and threatened legal action to
expose this, guards siezed and destroyed all of
his property including impiortant legal material.
Along with various threats to his well-being, he
was told he was now being charged with
conspiracy to smuggle guns into the prison —a
blatant lie and frame-up.

The guards further actions can and should be
defined as torture. For days afterwards Chris
had to endure repeated strip searches and cell

Some of the "music" is not
comprehensible, no matter how hard Itry to listen ond figure out what is being
said. I'm 44 and I'm used to easily decipherable writings and songs. That's
really my only complaint. Quite often the "message" is too obscure to get
beyond those already into it. We need to energize as many people as we can
to believe and odvocate for on anarchist future. It needs to be unmistakably
plain and desirable. Clear, undeniable truth is the most revolutionary fornn of
information. Some of the tapes I've received Ireally like and some Ilike parts
of. Others? Some stuff Ihove trouble dealing with. They seem to assault my
eors and 1can't determine what is being "said." These criticisms hove been
leveled at me, too, and I'm trying to be more clearly understood and desirable
to think about. You have to have sensitivity to those who may be willing to give
your message serious consideration. Yeah, the system Is horrible and evil, but
we can still describe this and the positive alternative we propose, in an
appeaiing, understandobie manner, it's not easy, but that's why we have
brains. With the liberation of thought that anarchy encourages and nurtures,
we need to do abetter job at articuiating our message. I'm impatient, too, I
want this suffering of humonily to end this instant, also. Maybe I'm not hip
enough anymore to get into it, but I'm sure alot of people feel this way and
they don't try nearly os hard to get it.

Mike came over one
night and we fashioned oone-sheet, 4-page leaflet about the latest threat,
w e n t t o C o p y M a x a n d p r i n t e d u p a f e w h u n d r e d c o p i e s . We w e n t a r o u n d
these nearby towns plastering them all around the bars, restaurants, shops, etc.
We found on old letter from George, saying he wauld do anything to fight this
thing. So, we called him. Us three organized aprotest to confront abunch of
scheming U.S, Congressmen. In three days, we had 75 very angry people giving
those creeps helll We barged into the hotel and chanted, "The people united,
will never be defeotedl The people united, will never be defeatedi" We got a
hold of RURAL'S old mailing list. Iwhipped up a32-page newsletter and we
mailed it to everyone on that list (about 300 people.l We got checks in the
mail. People were ready to be organized! So. we held an organizing meeting.
The lady from RURAL wanted to retire the name RURAL so we tried to come up
with dnew, more asskick name. Ifinally came up with STAND. We've been up
to our eyeballs In organizing work, ever since. It's going good. Iprocured some
grant money and we're going to hold agiant rally at ahuge fairgrounds June
7th. I'm doing almost all of the organizing for this -an insanely huge taskl I've
got some hot bands lined up (Wends) kiddie rides, Moonwalker, the local bars
will make food, we'll have abunch of literature tables for other grassroots
groups. Tm going to do adrawing contest and essay contest (what do the kids
think of this airport??? I'm sure it will be ouite revealing.) 1ordered 1,000 NO
AIRPORT bumper stickers, 25 STAND T-shirts, and two 2' x6' STAND banners. Igot
afamily (home schooled) to make stencils and paint up yara signs, which Tm
getting placed around these towns and near expressways. Tm talking to a
million people from poiticians and pj. people to winos on the street who leaflet
forabottle. We hope to have 1,000 people come to our rally, TmgonnaMC
rt. Ieven wrote asong “Don't Let 'Em Do Itl" (by the STAND BANDI) which may
prove Interesting. Tm going to get the Chicago radio dorks to play it. We aim
to give the state the finger over this one, have fun and argue them back into
the sewers they crawled out ofl Iwas thinking of having frog jumping contests
and greased pig rocesl Another idea ihad was to have the ten year olds make
paper airplanes and tape firecrackers to 'emi

4. You're starting an ARA chapter. How's that going? What will your focus be?
Answer. Yes, we have an organizing meeting on May 16th. Iwill draw from the
experience of our Chicago brothers and sisters at the Autonomous Zone, a
dynamite anarchist collective/bookstore/activist nerve center, who've had an
ARA chapter for awhile. Another chapter has recently begun near Loyola
University, Ihope to get people together to delve into the racism in this area.
Like everywhere else in this country, it is asickening problem that stems from the
state. Iwant to go beyond the sensational racist provocations (cross burnings,
beatings, killings, etc.) and study the institutional character that is the engine of
racism. Sure, we want to keep tabs on the fucking Nazis and Klan, too. They're
racism's pimples, not the monster body, itself. We'll try to react to these racist
provocations, let the victims know they have afriend who knows the truth and
will fight with them for sociol justice and common human decency, Ihaven't
had achance to focus on this like Iwould like to. yet. but 1have awealth of
in fo rmat ion and ar t i c les I ' ve co l lec ted and wr ihen .

It's agreat place to see what passes for humariity in
America too I've been writing into notebooks about my upbringing, Imust
have 150 pages now, but Tm only up to the beginning of high school. Inever
seem to have time to continue writing it or to transcribe it into the computer.
Someday. Uke most all of my stuff, Ithink it is good, for Imade sure my brain
works intently on all my endeavors, especially my writings.

ZTell us about your zine. How many issues have you done so far? What's your
Anwer°wLn Icame home in late '73 after my wanderings, Ibegan to pour
out my thoughts in numerous poems, essays, etc. It got so 1was even talking in
mvme Iput much of this together and barged into my dad soffice and
commandeered the copying machine, imade about SO copies. It must have
been about SO pages (one side) Igave these to my friends. Most everybody
thought Iwas utterly Insane. It was very biher. Indeed. Here. 1was tî ng to"teach" these people what Td learned up to then and they were oblivious. 1
was only twenty. Iguess Iwas an early zinester. This rejection hit me hard
turned Into myself. Ithought. "O.kL if that's the way people are, fuck emi Iwas
really hurt, but Iwas also very determined not to get sucked into thalife 1saw
everybody getting drawn into. It was (and always is) asocial black hole into
alienation and worthless, pointlessly lived lives that capitalism requires of its
drones (citizens.) Isay this only in the poOtIcal sense. People are still capable of
extraordinary human warmth, courage, brilliance, etc. but in the final analysis, if
you live your life in tolerance to this evil system, you have forfeited your chance
at atruly lived life. Imade it apoint to be an aware observer with the intention
of achieving asort of windowpane clarity that could not be dismissed. 1read
voraciously and sought out the most advanced thinking. Iconcommitently
developed myself to be agood person. Ifigured Ihad to five with myself, so I
wanted that person to be kind, thoughtful, pleasant, interesting, insightful and
fun. And so, Iwent to work. 1kept the faith that these efforts and "sacrifices"
would bear fruit, even though Ididn't have a“scene" to draw strength from -
just thewords and deeds of brilliant and very brave people throughout h'lstory.

Anyway, this Interview is getting long, already. I've done six issues. The first
four were 32 page affairs. Rve and six are 64-pages each. This let's me not
worry about the length of the essays and Iget to extend the letters section. I've
put more graphics and others' contributions, too, Ihave no idea what the
circulation is. 1get letters and e-mail from people Idon't know of. People are
posting stuff on the internet, etc. Like Isaid in issue #1. reprint any and all of it. I
don't core about the money and rarely actually receive any. Ispend alot of
money mailing zines to those Ifeel will get the most from it. This stuff is by
nature, free. 1want people to be motivated, thrilled and inspired by my efforts,
and tha t 's what mot iva ted me to make i t . Iwant to share the w isdom and

insight I've gathered over the years. Ifeel at this point It is my contribution to
those fighiing oppression throughout the globe. 1think of the lardy In San
Salvador working for sordal justice, defiant in the midst of odeath squad regime.
Her union hall was eventually bombed by the US.-trained puppets, but she
lived until she died, defiahtly, feariessty, heroicollY...

Yeah. Ithink It has been "successful." I've met many very good people
because of my zine. My thoughts are being collected and Ibelieve my writing
has gotten more cogent. The skills Tm ocquiring in producing this line hove
helped me in our grassroots anti-airport light. Iwrite a32-page newsletter, that
Is basically azine. Iwrite olot of leaflets, protest signs, letters to the editor, etc. I
communicate with alot of people, by phone, letters or e-mail. I'm making cut-
ond-paste maps, phone books, etc. I've gained aconfidence and people are
responding to my sense of mission. It's very gratifying receiving long, heartfelt
letters from those who've studied my zine carefully and gohen olot from it.

5. You call yourself an Abolitionist. What does thot mean to you? How can
end rac ism?

Answer Abolitionism to me means alife-long dedication to fight racism and
delve deeply into it's causes and effects. Idraw strength from the courageous
abolitionists of yesteryear who fought the mobs, the church and the state at
every turn -and managed to meet their objective -the abolition of slavery. It
took thirty years, countless lives ond life-long struggle, but they did itl I
particularty draw strength from John Brown, Wendell Phillips ahd most close to
my heart, Hijah P, Lovejoy. He was murdered by omob as he defended his
third prihting press. The mobs had destroyed the other two. This was in Southern
Illinois. They tried to run him out of town, but he stood his ground and died an
eternal hero. I'm also quite impressed with the modem day abolitionist
movement, spearheaded by Noel Ignatiev, abrilliant, former professor at
Hanrard. He wrote How the Irish Became White ond barnstorms around the
country. Iappreciate insightful dedication and fearless adherence to the ideals
of liberation. Their gool is to render "whiteness" untenable as apredictor of
behavior. If enough "whites" deny the crumbs of "privilege" tossed out by the
stale arid no longer act "white" the whole shoky house of racist cards is
undermined. They attack the state through the uniquely American Achilles heel
of race. To me, fighting racism, is everybody's civic duty. When you see people
being abused, you go to their aid. As it Is (and always has been) abulwark
institution of the state, this requires that the state be dismantled in order thot
racism be eliminated. The state, of course, rests on these institutions of
oppression. To me, abolitionism is opowerful arrow in the quiwer that
encompasses anarchism. It focuses on the fight against racism. Now, Idon't
agree with everything they say, but Iam impressed enough by them and the
historical legacy, to proudly proclaim myself an abolitionist -the racism
minimizers be damnedl

Racism is constantly reinforced in many subtle woys, from all media outlets.
It Is afilthy Influence that degrades our lives daily (as does sexism and
homophobia.) Ignoring it, only allows it to fester and belittle our lives. To
challenge it and think about it daily, makes one abetter human being and
lessens the amount of poisonous ideas one is infested with. It's like mental
bacterio. Left untreated, you have odiseased body. Living, working and
relating to block people daily, is most important to full human development.

6. Your thoughts on homophobia? Is this not the same ignorant piie of crap as
rac ism?

Answer. Homophobia is definitely asimilor pile of crap as racism. This question
reminds me of one of the reasons Iloathed schooling so much. Growing up
through grade and high school, these miserable buildings were in fact, schools
